SHARE YOUR
CONCERNS

Inappropriate Touching 
Someone could have 

smacked your bottom while 
you were walking past 

Physical Abuse
Such as hitting, kicking, 

shaking, biting, hair pulling 
or online abuse which 

facilitates physical abuse

Upskirting
Which typically involves 
taking a picture under a 

person’s clothing without 
their permission 

Hazing/Initiation
This could include 

harassment, abuse or 
humiliation used to initiate a 

person into a group

 

Sexualised Comments 
Anything that could be 

sexual, including comments 
about your body 

Sexualised Images 
Being sent inappropriate 

pictures or being asked to 
send them 

Bullying
Including cyberbullying, 

prejudice-based and 
discriminatory bullying 

Remember, if something makes you or someone 
you know uncomfortable, this is NOT acceptable!
